Our Co-op Program, being launched in Fall

least two separate periods of work for a  
total of 12 to 16 months of paid employment 
experience.

Study Abroad
Gain global experience and enhance your 
resume by studying abroad. York’s Las Nubes 
EcoCampus is located in the forests of  
Costa Rica and includes an education  
centre, a community library and several  
conservation areas. Students can take York 
courses during the summer or midterm 
breaks to earn credits towards their degree. 
Financial support is provided.

Students can complete a placement with an organization related to their degree program to 
develop work experience, grow their professional networks and enhance their skills.  
Approved placements can be undertaken in any semester and contribute 3 or 6 credits  
towards the degree.
